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~Our Beliefs~
 (1) God.

We believe in one God revealed to us as the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit, co-equal and existing forever in unity, creating and ruling the universe.

(2) Jesus Christ.

We believe that Jesus, the Son Of God, came to this earth as God and man. He was conceived of the Holy Spirit, was born of the Virgin Mary, lived a sinless human life, and offered himself as the perfect sacrifice for the sins of all people by dying on the cross. He rose from the dead, ascended to heaven, and will come again to judge the world and reign as king and Lord of all.

(3) The Holy Spirit.

We believe the Holy Spirit is co-equal with the Father and the Son. He is present in the world to convince people of sin and their accountability to God. He gives new life to all who turn from their sin and receive Jesus as Lord. He lives in believers from the time they turn to Jesus and works to make them holy. He empowers them for Christian life and service, and gives them understanding of spiritual truth and guidance to do what is right.

(4) The Scriptures.

We believe the Bible is inspired by God and is our totally reliable authority in all matters of faith and conduct.

(5) The State of Humanity.

We believe people are created to live in relationship with and have dependence on God. Through our rebellion and self-dependence (sin) all people are separated from God and face God's judgment.

(6) Salvation.

We believe we cannot make up for our sin by self improvement or good works. We are saved when we turn from our self-ruled life (repent) and receive Jesus as Lord by faith. When we are saved, our rebellion and failings are forgiven and we are adopted into God's family forever.

(7) The Future.

We believe people were created to live forever. Everyone will be judged by Jesus for what they have done on earth. Those who have received Jesus will live with him forever (heaven). Those who have ruled their own life will be separated from him forever (hell).

(8) The Autonomy of the Local Church.

We believe Christ is the head of North-East Baptist Church, not any person, group or religious organisation. While recognising the value of associating and cooperating with other groups of Christians (eg Queensland Baptists), we believe that every local church can independently seek the will of God and make its own decisions based on that knowledge.

(9) Baptism.

We believe that when a person accepts Jesus as Lord he/she should be baptised by immersion under water - the way Jesus was baptised and the way the word "baptism" implies (the Greek word "baptistheito" in Acts 2:38 means "be immersed.") Baptism is a symbol of our identification with Jesus in His death, burial and resurrection. Baptism also marks the entrance of the believer into Christ's church.

(10) The Lord's Supper.

We believe Jesus commanded us to remember his sacrifice by regular participation in the Lord's supper. The thankful sharing of bread and the cup represents to us the benefits of Christ's sacrifice, which we enjoy with all other believers.

(11) Spiritual Gifts.
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We believe that God has gifted every individual in His church with spiritual gifts to be used in their proper context for the building up of His church.
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
